Focke Wulf Fw 190 A-5 Checklist

Pre Flight
All systems OFF
Cowl Flaps closed
Control Surfaces - Check
Ammunition Counters - Check, if required - Adjust

Engine Start
Turn on switches "Battery", "Alternator", "Master Ignition"
Fuel Display Selector to Position "Rear Tank"
Turn On Gear/Flap Indicator 
Tailplane Trim to Neutral
If required, turn on Avionics Main Switch
Fuel Cock to Position "Open"
Throttle slightly Open


Pull the "Rich"-Lever to bring the Kommandogeraet into startup condition
Primer 7- 15 Strokes, depending on Climate
Magnetos to Position "Both"
Remove Starter Handle Cover
Push Starter Handle, Release When Engine Is Running
When engine is running both Fuel Pumps On
When flying with Droptank, all three Fuel Pumps on
Pitot Tube Heat as required


Warm up
Keep Cowl Flaps closed
Check Fuel Pressure 1,25-1,75 kg/cm² 

Oil Pressure 8-9 kg/cm² 


Adjust Throttle to 1200rpm until Oil Temperature reaches 30°C
Continue at 1400 rpm until 45°C are reached.
Ready when Temperature reaches at least 45°C


Artificial Horizon locked, use only in bad weather or at night (Do not use during Aerobatics!)
Instruments - Check
Altimeter - Check and Adjust


Taxying
Unlock Tail wheel by pushing and holding the rudder stick forward
Check Brakes
Throttle at low power
Use Differential Brakes in Turns
Line up on the runway, roll slightly forward with the tail wheel locked


Takeoff
Cowl Flaps closed or appr. 30% open
Flaps to Position "Start"
Trim to neutral or 1° "tail-heavy", depending on aircraft loading
Throttle Up swiftly to Full Power, Counter Engine Torque with Opposite Rudder

The aircraft begins to lift off the ground at about 160 - 170 kph
Perform just a gentle pressure on the stick, there should be no drastic stick-action required


Gain a safe altitude and speed of about 20m 220 kph
Retract Gear above 220 kph
Retract Flaps below 250 kph


Climb
Throttle back to Climb/Combat Power three minutes after takeoff at the latest
Best Climb Speed at IAS 280 - 290 kph
During long climbs Cowl Flaps fully open
Watch Oil Temperature. 90°C may only be exceeded for a short period of time


Cruise
Throttle back to at least Max Continuous Power 1.2ata/ 35.88inHG

If possible to Economy Power 1.1ata/ 32.89inHG
Trim tailplane for Cruise
Cowl Flaps usually closed (watch Oil Temperature!). In Tropical Climates keep appr. 30% open


Landing
Reduce Speed to IAS 300 kph
Release Gear below 300 kph
Flaps to Position "Landung" between 220 - 300 kph


Approach at about 220 kph
Short final at about 180 - 200 kph
Touchdown at about 160 kph

Perform a three-point landing


After landing
Retract flaps, taxi to parking position


Shutdown
Let the engine run at 1200 rpm for about two minutes
Throttle to Idle
Fuel Cock Off
Fuel Pumps Off
Circuit Breaker Off
All Systems Off
